Tournament Rules
I. Location of Tournament: North Valley Fields, Located at Balboa Blvd and Woodley Avenue, in the City of Granada Hills.

II. Tournament Dates:  March 17 & 18 for U16 & U19 & June 23 -24, 2012 for U10-U14
III. Registration:

A. A team becomes an official tournament entry only after payment of the required registration fees and acceptance of registration application by the tournament registrar, or the designated representative.

B. All teams must be registered 30 days prior to tournament.

C. Teams selected for participation will be notified within 48 hours if they are in the tournament or not.

D. Entry fee: (Payment must be drawn from a region account. No personal checks)

                          U-19 is $475 per team plus $200 referee deposit.  Total $675.00 fee and referee deposit.

                          U-16 is $475 per team plus $200 referee deposit.  Total $675.00 fee and referee deposit.
                          U-14 is $475 per team plus $200 referee deposit.  Total $675.00 fee and referee deposit.

                          U-12 is $450 per team plus $200 referee deposit.  Total $650.00 fee and referee deposit.

                          U-10 is $425 per team plus $200 referee deposit.  Total $625.00 fee and referee deposit.

E. A full refund will be issued if the tournament is canceled and cannot be rescheduled. If a team withdraws from the tournament 30 days or more prior to the tournament, a full refund is given.  If less than 30 days, no refund unless a replacement team is found.

F. A team referee deposit of $200 is also required at the time of registration. The referee deposit will be returned if the team supplies a team of referees to cover a minimum of three (3) assignments each (total 9 assignments).  Refunds of the referee deposit will be made as follows:

If the team completes three games (9 assignments), then $200 will be refunded.

If the team completes two games (6 assignments), then $125 will be refunded.

If the team completes one game (3 assignments), then $75 will be refunded.

Referee deposit refunds will be processed and returned within fourteen days of the tournament.  Refund checks will be mailed to the Regional Commissioner on file in the latest Executive Directory 2011-2012.  Corrections or changes should be given to the Referee Administrator prior to the end of the tournament.  Refunds returned as undelivered will be forwarded to the appropriate Area Director for follow up.

G. Referee team leader’s names and phone numbers must be turned in to the Tournament Referee Administrator by March 1 2012 for U16 & U19 and June 1, 2012 for U10-U14.

H. Any team not selected for participation will receive a full refund within 48 hours unless they choose to remain on the standby/waiting list. Teams not selected from the standby/waiting list will be notified by letter along with a refund, postmarked 30 days prior to tournament.

Tournament Rules
I. AYSO Region 174 North Valley, will provide for qualified medical personnel in a first aid tent adjacent to the administration area and an EMT on site during the tournament.

J. Proceeds from the tournament will be used to support Region 174 soccer programs by offsetting field development cost and scholarship programs.

IV. Player Eligibility

A. Coaches are responsible for providing rosters.  The team rosters will be verified to insure the eligibility of players.  All team’s rosters will be verified for eligibility requirements specified below.  Team rosters require the signature of the Regional Commissioner.  Only an E-AYSO roster will be accepted.

B. The Boys and Girls Divisions shall be in two-year age grouping, as follows:

Under ten (U-10) years of age

Under twelve (U-12) years of age

Under fourteen (U-14) years of age

Under sixteen (U-16) years of age

Under nineteen (U-19) years of age

C. Team rosters will be limited to the following:

D. 10 players and 2 coaches for under ten (U-10)

E. 12 players and 2 coaches for under twelve (U-12)

F. 15 players and 2 coaches for under fourteen (U-14)

G. 18 players and 2 coaches for under sixteen & nineteen (U-16/U-19)

H. Each head coach is responsible for assuring the eligibility of all players on his/her team.  Coaches must maintain, in their possession at all times, the official AYSO player registration forms with original signatures.

NO FORMS-NO PLAY-NO EXCEPTIONS

I. All AYSO players must have been registered and played in AYSO during the 2010-2012 regular (just concluded Fall season).

J. Teams are allowed to have up to THREE (3) guest players from another region, provided the guest player’s regional Commissioner has either signed the official roster or provided a letter of authorization and the team’s Regional Commissioner’s has signed the official tournament team roster. 

V. Scheduling

A. All teams will be guaranteed a minimum of THREE (3) games.

B. All grouping will be determined by team ratings in an effort to promote balanced play.

C. In the event that unusual conditions necessitate rescheduling, curtailment, or cancellation of games, the tournament committee shall have the sole authority to make these changes in the best interest of the tournament.

VI. Awards

A. Individual players and coaches of 1st, 2nd, 3rd & 4th place teams receive awards.

B. All awards will be presented during the awards ceremony after the last game on Sunday.

VII. Game Conduct

All games shall be conducted in accordance with the current FIFA Laws of the Game and decisions of the International Board in effect, except as modified by AYSO here in.

A. All participants (coaches, players, referee and spectators) are expected to follow these guidelines with a positive spirit for the benefit of all the young people who participate in the tournament.  Fair play is expected and anything less will not be tolerated. 

B. Coaches are responsible for their conduct and the conduct of their players, spectators and guests.  They are expected to follow the guiding principles of AYSO and take the lead in providing an atmosphere of fun and good sportsmanship.

C. Taunting, baiting, ridiculing motions or body language, intimidation, foul or abusive language or other acts of poor sportsmanship will not be tolerated on or off the field of play.  Tournament Directors or their designees and referees may ask any person to leave the tournament grounds for infractions of this rule.

D. If a player is ejected from any game, the minimum penalty for an ejection is that the player shall not be permitted to play in the immediate next tournament game of his or her team.  If the ejection is for violent conduct, additional penalty to the player may be assessed by the tournament director.  This rule also applies to coaches, assistant coaches and spectators.

VIII. Competition

A. Coaches (or other officials) shall not enter the field of play, unless requested by the referee.  Only coaches and players will be allowed in the bench area.

B. All games shall start on time.  If a team is not on the field of play and ready to start the game within five minutes after the scheduled time, the game shall be deemed a forfeit.  A forfeit shall be recorded as a 1-0 win in favor of the opposing team.

C. A minimum of seven (7) players for U-19, U-16 & U-14, six (6) for U-12 and five (5) for U-10 shall constitute a team: a scheduled game shall not commence nor be continued if one or both teams cannot field the minimum number of eligible players.  If a game cannot be started, as a result of both teams being unable to field the minimum number of eligible players, each team to be assessed a 0-1 loss.

E. Game length for U-19 & U-16 preliminary games will be 60 minutes each; U-14, U-12 preliminary games will be 50 minutes each.  Game length for U-10 preliminary games will be 40 min each.  There will be no overtime periods in preliminary play.

F. Each age division will be divided into one or more groups.  The tournament committee shall have the absolute authority to structure a division in the best interest of all participating teams.  Each team in each group will play qualifying games within their group.  Advancement to later rounds will be determined as follows:

G. At the end of the qualifying/preliminary games, the one team with the greatest number of points from each group will advance to the Championship game.

H. The second place team from each group will play the second place team from the opposite group.  Game length for final and final games will be U-19, U-16 & U14 - 70 minutes, U12 - 60 minutes and U10 - 48 minutes.  Overtime will be according to Section VIII-K below.

I. In the event that a tie exists when determining the top team in each group/division, the following tiebreakers will be used in the order printed:

Head-to-Head competition.

Least red cards.

Least goals allowed.

Goals scored. [maximum of three (3) per game]

Kicks from the Penalty Mark

J. If a forfeit game exists for any reason, goals scored will not be used to determine the winner.

K. Ties in championship games will be broken as follows: Two (2) overtime periods of five (5) minutes each will be played, no golden goal.  If a team is playing short because of ejection, that team will continue to play short during overtime periods.  If a winner has not been determined after the two (2) overtime periods, kicks from the Penalty Mark will occur in accordance with FIFA.  Only the players left on the field after the second overtime period can participate on the shoot-out.  

IX. Substitution

A. Except as noted below, all registered players in attendance at games must participate and play at least half of the game, excluding overtime; to be monitored by tournament staff to assure compliance.
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Tournament Rules
B. Late arriving players shall be substituted as follows:

1. If the player arrives during the first quarter, the player must play a minimum of two (2) of the remaining three (3) quarters.

2. If the player arrives during the second or third quarter, the player must play a minimum of one (1) of the remaining quarter(s).

C. Players not present (or expected to be absent) when the match begins must be identified on the line-up card.

D. During overtime periods, players may be substituted at the beginning of each overtime period only.

E. Any team found not to be following the rules governing substitutions may be subject to immediate disqualification.

F. Divisions U-10 through U-19 approximately halfway through the first half, and approximately halfway through the second half, when the ball is out a play, the referee halts the game and notes on the lineup cards those players substituting.  Additionally, substitutions may be made at half time. Coaches of each team may substitute as many players (or none) during these stoppages, as long as all players have played at least half of a game by game’s end.  If it the coaches responsibility to insure that all players play half a game, and not the referee’s job to remind the coach of a player who has not complied with (A) of this section.

G. Players substitution must report to the referee.

H. Substituting for injuries:

1. If a player is injured, the coach may provide a substitute for the player, in which case the injured player may not return until the beginning of the next quarter.  Only the player who is injured is credited with a quarter’s play regardless of the actual time played.

2. The coach may choose to play “short” thereby allowing the injured player to return during the quarter in which he or she was injured.

3. The player must be recognized by the referee to legally return to the game.

I. Signed lineup cards must be completed and forwarded to the score-keeping area.

X. Officiating

A. Referees shall at all times impose the rules and regulations of the competition as defined by AYSO and the FIFA Laws of the Game in general.

B. Referees shall at all times put great emphasis on the welfare of the players and officiate the game in a manner conductive to clean competition and good sportsmanship. Referees must be currently registered.

C. If a player is injured, the referee, at his/her discretion may stop play to ensure the welfare of the player, even if the ball has not gone out of play.

D. A Chief Referee will be available at all times during the tournament for any questions such as field assignments and scheduling.
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Tournament Rules
E. Referees will be scheduled based on their qualifications to officiate their assigned age group matches.  Members of a referee team may be assigned different games at different times as determined by the Chief Referee.

F. Referees must have at minimum the yellow striped and solid black uniforms.  Additional uniforms should include black striped and red striped uniforms.  Since referees may be assigned with referees from other regions uniforms changes may be necessary.  Referees are expected to insure that their attire does not conflict with the color of the teams they are officiating.

G. Referees who are watching games shall not be in referee attire.  At a minimum, the referee jersey must be changed and socks should be covered or changed.

H. AYSO Region 174 - North Valley will provide additional referees to cover matches.  These referees will be used as determined by the Chief Referee.  AYSO Region 174 - North Valley strives to use the highest quality referees on every match.  Referees provided by teams that are not given game assignments will receive full credit towards their referee deposit refund. Priority will be given to referees that have no children participating in the tournament based on ability.

I. Referees shall incorporate the diagonal system of control using three (3) referees on each game.

J. Referees will be provided with a lunch and drinks.  Each referee will be given a T-shirt and a memento of the tournament.

K. Referees are required to submit a written misconduct report for any Red Cards issued or coach/spectator ejection.

L. All regional commissioners, area directors and sections directors will receive a report of all misconducts within the tournament.

XI. Duties and Responsibilities of Coaches and Officials

If shall be the duty of each coach and official to:

A. Conduct him/herself in a manner promoting good sportsmanship.

B. At all times encourage clean competition and fair play.

C. Coach respective team to the best of ability.

D. Uphold the tournament rules and regulations.

E. Participate in positive coaching that instructs and encourage players.

F. Present a healthy, athletic environment for players.  Coaches and referees shall not consume alcoholic beverages or use tobacco products during games or in the immediate vicinity of the soccer fields.

G. Sideline coaching shall be limited to two (2) coaches from each team.  They shall be limited to a coaching area that extends ten (10) yards on either side of the halfway line and at least one (1) yard from the touchline.

H. Spectators should stay at least one (1) yard back from the touchline and at least 18 yards from the goal lines.

I. All players, coaches, spectators and guests shall remain on their team’s side of the field.

J. Negative comments and complaints about refereeing shall not be allowed.

K. The first team listed on the scheduled is the home team.  The home team shall occupy the South or West side of the field.  The home team will be responsible for providing the game ball.

L. Each team shall be responsible for the trash in their own spectator area.  Troublemaker will be escorted off the field and asked to remain fifty (50) yards from the area previously occupied through the duration of the game.  Further disruption will result in removal from the premises.

M. Only players are allowed on the field.  No one shall remain behind the goals during the game.

N. All coaches shall be AYSO certified for the division they are coaching.

XII. Teams

A. Each team will check in one hour prior to their first game on the first day of the tournament.  At check-in, the coach will present his or her team’s roster and registration release forms.  Coaches shall have four (4) line-up cards completed and ready at check-in.

B. A player may not play in this tournament on more that one entered team.

C. Teams discovered to have ineligible player (s) may be disqualified from further competition.  Previous matches played by a disqualified team will be recorded as a 1-0 win for the opposing team, regardless of the initial result.

XIII. Uniforms

A. Every team shall wear a matching uniform that consists of matching jersey, shorts, and socks.  Each uniform shall be properly marked with the AYSO logo as specified in the AYSO National Rules and Regulations.  Players without a proper uniform may not play.

B. Additional clothing for warmth shall be allowed only at the sole discretion of the center referee.

C. The home team shall change jerseys when there is a color conflict.  The home team is the first team listed on the schedule. 

D. The center referee shall have the sole authority in determining whether the uniforms are too similar.

E. Proper size shin guards are mandatory and must be worn under the socks.
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Tournament Rules
F. Casts, splints of any kind, jewelry of any kind (including earrings) or anything the center referee may view as a hazard to player safety are not allowed: jewelry, hard metal or plastic clips on clothing or hair. No player will be allowed to participate with any type of cast of splint. Removal of any type of cast or splint at the filed or surrounding are in order to participate shall disqualify that team from participation.

XIV. Protests

Protest will not be entertained.

XV. Cancellation

             A full refund will be issued if the tournament is canceled and cannot be rescheduled.
